BY THE NUMBERS
1 - In 24 PAT attempts, kicker Gabriel 
Vicente had just ONE miss, going 23-for-
24 on the year 

2 - Murray State returns TWO OVC award 
winners from last season. Quarterback 
Shuler Bentley was named to the All-New-
comer team, while kicker Gabriel Vicente 
was named to All-Newcomer team and to 
the All-OVC second team. 
 
2 - Following the season, the Racers were 
honored with their second straight OVC 
Sportsmanship award. MSU has now won 
the award in TWO out of three seasons 
under head coach Mitch Stewart, 
 
3 - Marquez Sanford intercepted THREE 
passes last season to finish third in the 
OVC, with former Racer D’Montre Wade 
leading the way at six.  
 
6 - SIX new coaches join the Racer coach-
ing staff this season, including new of-
fensive coordinator, Nick Coleman. Coleman 
is the first person to staff that position 
since head coach Mitch Stewart took over 
in 2015. In addition, linebackers coach Jake 
Johnson was promoted to defensive coordi-
nator, replacing the departing Chris Boone. 
 
7 - Of the 422 passes thrown by the 
Racers last season, only SEVEN were 
intercepted, making MSU the 15th most 
accurate team in the FCS and the most 
accurate in the OVC. 
 
9 - Kenney Wooten racked up 10.0 sacks 
in 2017 placing him NINTH in the FCS and 
first in the OVC in sacks per game at 0.9. 
 
11 - Murray State lost just 11 start-
ers from last year’s team and will return 
17 starters this season. The Racers will 
welcome back eight players on offense, five 
on defense and four on special teams for 
2018. 

14 - D’Montre Wade became MSU’s 14th 
first-team All-American last season, earn-
ing the honor from Phil Steele. In addition, 
Wade was named as a second-team All-
American by STATS and HERO Sports. 
 
17 - As good as the Racers were at not 
throwing interceptions last season, the 
defense was even better at forcing them. 
MSU intercepted an OVC-leading 17 passes 
last season to finish 10th in the nation in 
that category. 

28 - In addition to the 17 interceptions, the 
Racer defense recovered 11 fumbles last 
season to finish the year with 28 turnovers 
gained. That total led the OVC and was the 
eighth highest in the nation. 
 
38 - Murray State went 38 years between 
Google Cloud Academic All-Americans, with 
Zach Shipley breaking the streak at the 
end of the 2017 season. Eddie McFarland 
was only previous award winner, doing so 
in 1976 
 
52 - Gabriel Vicente’s final field goal at-
tempt of his maiden season in football was 
one to remember. At 52 yards, it was the 
longest field goal by a Racer since Shane 
Andrus’ 52-yarder to beat EIU for the OVC 
title in 2002. 
 
58 - Murray State was one of the most 
disciplined teams in the OVC last season, 
leading the league in total fewest penalties 
and fewest penalties per game. MSU had 
only 58 last season for an average of just 
5.27 per game. 
 
91.7 - The Murray State offense went 
22-for-24 in the red zone last season, for a 
91.7 total percentage, the third best in the 
FCS. Of those 22 scores, 11 were touch-
downs and 11 were field goals.
